New Fundraising Process

Marketing, Development and Membership Conveners

At the 2007 VGIF Mid-Year meeting, the Board passed 
a motion which stated -“The Development, Membership, 
and Marketing Committees test a new structural focus as 
a pilot project for the 2008 calendar year establishing an 
Annual Fund Committee (Membership and Marketing) 
and Major Gifts Committee (Development and Market-
ing).” The change will be evident as we progress from 
“membership renewal” to “annual giving.” Giving is an 
investment... an investment in women and girls in devel-
oping countries. We hope that the Annual Appeal will 
encourage all of us to make such an investment.

A WORLD FIT FOR CHILDREN

In December 2007, the United Nations 
convened a Commemorative High-Level 
Plenary Meeting (A World Fit for Children 
+ 5) following up the 2002 Special Session 
on Children that produced “A World Fit for 
Children” - a document of 21 specific goals 
on healthy lives, quality education, protection 
against abuse, exploitation and violence, and 
combating HIV/AIDS.  VGIF is represented 
by Dagmar McGill on the NGO Committee on 
UNICEF which played a significant role for 
NGOs (Non-Governmental Organizations)  
involved in the Commemorative meeting.  
Some dozen side events were organized by 
NGOs, including a session “Toward a World 
Fit for Girls: Confronting a Modern Day 
Slavery,” sponsored by the Working Group on 
Girls.

One of the highlighted events was the  
Recognition Breakfast, organized by the 
NGO Committee on UNICEF, recognizing 

those who have played a significant role in furthering the 
rights of children. Honored were: the Southern African 
Development Community - for promoting the rights and 
needs of the girl child; France - for its Security Council 
leadership in chairing the Children and Armed Conflict 
working group; Kul Gautam, UNICEF’s retiring deputy 
executive director - for his work on the 2002 Special 
Session on Children; and Paulo Sérgio Pinheiro - for his 
work on the UN Secretary General’s Study on Violence 
Against Children.  VGIF was one of the sponsors of this 
event, which was held at the UN.  Ann Veneman,  
UNICEF Executive Director, recognized the invaluable 
role that NGOs play around the world in the well- 
being of children and youth and for giving visibility to 
children’s issues.

It Happened at the Mid-year Board  
Meeting October 2007

The Board of Directors took the following actions at the 
Mid-year Meeting on Saturday, October 27th, 2007:

Revised VGIF’s staffing as of January 1, 2008 to make Fay 
Kittelson the Executive Director, and to hire Zoë  
Kelly-Nacht as a part-time grants assistant, effective  
immediately;

Directed the establishment of a permanent Human  
Resources Committee to oversee and evaluate the staff 
and directed the president to appoint members to this 
committee;

Directed the president to appoint a committee to locate a 
new office for VG’s use in advance of the demolition of 
the Marble Collegiate building scheduled to occur within 
the next two years;

Made recommendations for 40th anniversary activities in 
2009;

Approved the 2008 budget as proposed;
Established deadlines for nominations to be submitted to 

the Nominating Committee, bylaws amendments to the 
Bylaws Committee, and articles for the semi-yearly VG 
Update and monthly VG Flash;

Approved a Membership/Marketing/Development Pilot 
Project for the 2008 calendar year that will revise nomen-
clature and process for fundraising.

Very soon you will receive 
notice of the 2008 VGIF 
Annual Meeting along with 
nominations for officers and 
board, including one for a 
new president for 2008-2011.  
As I look back, I find much 
satisfaction in VGIF’s direc-
tion and accomplishments. 
However, my last president’s 

message will focus on what I see ahead for our vital and 
growing organization.

A recent New York Times editorial by Denise Caruso  
(Sunday, January 6, 2008; Business section) entitled Can 
Foundations Take the Long View Again? commented on 
the vacillation of many in the charitable community over 
the issue of using resources to create and maintain organi-
zational infrastructure.  VGIF has experienced the benefits 
that increased resources of this kind can mean in the form 
of Virginia Palmer’s visionary donations for this very  
purpose.  Her $2 million USD endowment given specifi-
cally for overhead and structural needs has allowed VGIF 
(over the last 5 years) to move into its own offices,  
purchase its own office equipment, enlarge its staff by 
promoting its part-time executive secretary to full-time 
Executive Director, and provide her with the staff she needs 
to support the recent burgeoning growth in VGIF’s Grants 
program.  It has stimulated examination of other new and 
different ways that VGIF can act in the future to fulfil its 
mission.

During this same time period, Louise McLeod’s expertise 
and patient tutoring has moved VGIF into the Internet age.  
She has brought us all to a level of competence in the use 
of Internet communications so that our reliance upon paper, 
postal services, and telephones has decreased dramati-
cally.  It has made us more flexible and fleet, and allowed 
us to actively involve many more people, most importantly 
those from outside of the United States.  This is a trend 
that we must continue. Use of the Internet has transformed 
the grants procedure at every point, and enabled VGIF to 
finally begin a meaningful evaluation process both of grant 
applications and of projects underway.  It also has enabled 
us to send volunteers on site visits with relatively short 
notice – something that would simply have been impossible 
just a few short years ago.  

We have enabled VGIF to grow dramatically by  
investing more in support for the volunteers on whom we 
depend.  From a total of less than 50,000 USD  per year in 

grants just a few years ago, we have attained a level of over 
100,000 USD per year for the last three years.  The VGIF 
Board made the right decision:  to move ahead as Ginny 
foresaw, and to dare to do things differently than “the way 
we have always done it.”  This momentum is worth main-
taining.  It has allowed VGIF to grow and thrive, and to 
involve more capable people from around the world in its 
important and exciting work.  

For myself, I must thank this earnest, creative, and  
energetic corps of leaders and donors for its unswerving  
devotion to the work; for its enthusiasm and for each 
person’s friendship; for the camaraderie of the twice yearly 
meetings; for each person’s generosity in funding his/her 
travel and expenses for these vitally productive and stimu-
lating gatherings;  for the people around the world who  
devise and carry out much needed work; and for the gener-
ous contributors who underwrite the incredible projects 
VGIF funds each year.  In the end, it is all these wonderful, 
loyal people who make the difference, and I’m grateful to 
have had the privilege of working with each one.  Thank 
you.

ON-SITE VISIT PROGRAM

Visits to the sites of projects provide VGIF with impartial 
views of our funds at work. The goal is to have visitors 
meet with directors and participants as they are working on 
a project, to see what is being accomplished, and to report 
about the progress of the venture. Sometimes a visit will 
occur after a project is complete, thus providing a history of 
the success achieved and/or the challenges that arose. All 
this information is valuable for the Project Grants  
Committee as it considers future project funding. Data from 
the visits are also included in the historical record of our 
organization.

We welcome visits by VGIF donors, friends, and  
colleagues to Project Grants venues. Information about 
the 2007 Project Grant recipients was printed in our June 
2007 newsletter but is also available on the VGIF web site. 
Please volunteer to visit should your travel take you to de-
veloping countries. We ask on-site visitors to sign a liability 
release and provide a written report. Prospective visitors 
should contact Fay Kittelson in our office: VGIF, 3 West 
29th St., Suite 1002, New York, NY 10001, USA or email:

If there’s any doubt in your mind as to why you support 
VGIF, just read the project summaries elsewhere in this 
issue. With a cap of $5,000 for any one project, we see 
remarkable results.  

Your Development Committee spent considerable time 
at the October meeting reviewing the initiatives of the past 
three years... those that have worked... and those that have 
not. We have learned a great deal about the kinds of things 
you like to support and those that have less appeal.  

Over the past three years, we introduced two new 
funds:  the Leaders Fund to support cutting-edge, innova-
tive and entrepreneurial projects; and the Central/South 
America/Caribbean Regional Endowment (CSACRE) to 
support projects from any of the 40 countries comprising 
that region.  You have responded with great generosity to 
these and to the other named funds.  We will continue to 
seek your help in finding projects that fit the criteria for 
our named funds (see the back page) and in funding these 
endowments on an ongoing basis.

Also over the past three years, we have offered you the 
opportunity to support a specific project – worthy but for 
which there were insufficient funds in that year’s cycle.  We 
learned that while some groups may have been intrigued by 
“adopting” a particular project, by and large, these requests 
were not appealing to you... you prefer to give more gener-
ally; consequently, we have decided to discontinue seeking 
support for specific, unfunded projects.  

We hope to have an annual report this year, available only 
on the web site, both to save funds and to ensure timeliness.

We would like to engage more corporations and other 
foundations in our work. To do that, we need your 
help.  If you know of any corporations or foundations 
that you believe would be sufficiently intrigued by our 
projects and successes, please let me know by e-mail at 
development@vgif.org.

We joined with the Membership and Marketing Commit-
tees to discuss our organizational structure, as part of an 
overall review of VGIF’s committee structure.  We deter-
mined we could better serve VGIF’s investors if we focused 
more closely on the work of the organization and its nearly 
40-year history of successes than we have in the past.

This spring we will be writing to you to ask that you 
contribute once again to the ongoing work of VGIF.  You 
have only to review the project updates to understand that 
what you’ve created with your investments over the years 
has made an important difference in the lives of women and 
children across the globe.  I can think of very few places 
where you can find such a significant return on your invest-
ment as with VGIF.  Your gift today will keep earning and 
paying dividends year after year after year.

Help is needed on several fronts.  As the world turns, so 
does the Internet.  We communicate more and more by 
this means.  It is important that VGIF have your up-to-date 
e-mail address. Please send any change to the VGIF office. 
Our web site has a wealth of information and materials 
you can use to make presentations to the various groups to 
which you belong.  All are free. Please inform the Member-
ship Committee of any presentations you make to groups 
or organizations.  Send this information to the Membership 
Convener at: membership@vgif.org. We need to broaden 
our base with people, both women and men, from other 
organizations that have normally not been involved with 
VGIF.  This includes groups and countries previously  
untapped. VGIF members are great travelers and know 
people around the world.  Bring them in. Carry the VGIF 
brochure with you ready to hand out to interested parties.

Each of us is a vital part of the Membership Committee. 
Wherever you go, talk up VGIF and your investment in it!

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UPDATE OF GRANTS FUNDED
Fay Kittelson and Zoë Kelly-Nacht

Thanks once again to our generous and loyal contribu-
tors, VGIF was able to support a wide variety of projects 
in 2007 worldwide.  Projects devised and implemented 
by women-based organizations provide literacy training, 
vocational skill training, girls’ education, clean water, and 
maternal health care. In addition, awareness programs 
were funded dealing with issues such as legal literacy 
education, sexual and reproductive health rights, domestic 
violence, HIV/AIDS, and trafficking.  Participants include 
women prisoners, orphans, and ex-combatants and vic-
tims of rape in war-torn areas.  We sincerely hope that you 
will be inspired to renew your support of VGIF to provide 
educational and development opportunities to women and 
children that would not be possible without YOU.

# 2691 Women Prisoners Support Organization (WPSO), 
UGANDA
WSA TV recently featured the VGIF ten-month pilot 
program, “Prisoners Peer Tutors Scheme,” which provides 
classes in literacy, health, hygiene, and tailoring to 51 
female inmates in the Kirinya Prison in Eastern Uganda.  
On completion of the course, the women are expected to 
extend their education to fellow inmates through peer tutor-
ing. High levels of enthusiasm for classes were reported 
among the inmates with a subsequent improvement in  
relations between inmates and wardens. Excellent test  
results are promising indicators of the participants’ success-
ful reintegration into Ugandan society.

#2714 Girl Child Counseling Women Group, KENYA
The “Women Against Poverty Dairy Farming” project  
provides ten orphaned girls with daily lessons in dairy 
farming through a dairy farming research and advisory cen-
ter.  The VGIF grant makes available farm equipment, five 
dairy cows, fencing, and the building of a farm structure.

#2726 Institute for Women’s Human Rights (IHAP),  
INDONESIA 
IHAP advocates sexual and reproductive rights in Kalirejo, 
Kokap, Kulon, Progo and Yogyakarta, Indonesia by meet-
ing regularly with groups of 20 to 30 community members 
from each location. Participants are expected to become 
health leaders within their communities and share sexual 
and reproductive health information with their peers.   

#2727 Environment and Development Foundation (EDF), 
TANZANIA
VGIF funding paid for the construction of rain water har-
vesting structures and toilets in three primary schools of the 
Gembe, Zunzuli, and Mpendegese villages to improve the 

education of girls in the region by making it possible for 
them to attend class during menstruation.  Water harvesting 
structures offer sanitized water to all students; girls remain 
in class instead of leaving to collect water. An improve-
ment in female school attendance since the initiation of this 
primary education development project was reported.

#2744 Nepal Association of University Women (NAUW), 
NEPAL
NAUW  established a comprehensive educational program 
for women and girls involved in subsistence farming in 
Tokha Village. The thirty students in the academic classes 
learned to write their names, read an elementary Nepali 
book, and perform basic calculations.  These same women 
also took lessons in sanitation and family planning that in-
cluded methods and sources of contraception.  NAUW used 
funding from VGIF to begin income generating programs 
in mushroom cultivation, candle/incense making, and seed 
preparation.

#2761 Women’s Center, GEORGIA
The Women’s Center used VGIF funding to train 100 phy-
sicians and nurses from five hospitals in Tbilisi to identify 
and respond to the trafficking of women  and domestic 
violence.  Approved by the Ministry of Labor, Health, and 
Social Affairs, the workshop covered topics such as the link 
between trafficking and public health, as well as the identi-
fication, screening, treatment, documentation, monitoring, 
and evaluation of victims of trafficking and abuse.  

# 2784 African Network for the Prevention and Protection 
against Child Abuse and Neglect (ANPPCAN), LIBERIA
ANPPCAN began a campaign to strengthen the capacity of 
women and children to protect themselves against sexual 
violence in rural Monteserrado and Margibi Counties.  300 
girls and women were sensitized to laws against rape, and 
the means of claiming legal protection from sexual violence 
through identifying, reporting, and documenting sexual

violations.  These women will serve as catalysts and peer-
educators in identifying, monitoring and reporting these 
problems. Functional sexual violation reporting structures 
were set up in local schools. Victims of sexual violence 
have been given appropriate psychosocial counseling, 
medical treatment, and legal services. 

#2803 Seeking of Light Identity and Development  
(SOLID), PAKISTAN
The SOLID sewing and adult literacy project taught 151 
women and girls from Faisalbad textile skills on 45 sewing/
embroidery machines provided by VGIF.  200 workbooks, 
also funded by VGIF, were purchased prior to the start of 
adult literacy classes for the project’s participants.

#2816 Apiculture and Nature Conservation (ANCO), 
CAMEROON
VGIF funded a beekeeping income-generating program for 
28 women of Kongadzem, the women’s common initiative 
group in the village of Takija in Bui Division in North West 
Cameroon.  Participants were given bee suits, hives, smok-
ers, and honey harvesting containers. They were trained in 
hive installation and management; honey harvesting and 
packaging; and beeswax extraction.  

#2861 International Federation of Women Lawyers 
(FIDA), GHANA
FIDA-Ghana used VGIF funding to undertake an impres-
sive effort to improve women’s access to justice through 
legal literacy education and programs in human rights 
awareness. The project engaged 270 women from the  
Afigya Sekyere District in legal literacy education and  
offered legal outreach education in women’s rights to  
community leadership. District executives, religious lead-
ers, assembly members, and queen mothers were trained. 
The grant provided women’s legal aid services, helping to 
ensure the pursuit and continuity of legal cases.  

#2887 Fyzabad Composite School, TRINIDAD and  
TOBAGO
Twenty-six at-risk girls from poor families are being 
mentored by their peers through special one-on-one meet-
ings and after-school tutoring sessions to encourage them 
to stay in school and reach their full potential. VGIF funds 
purchased a camcorder, computer, printer, books, CDs, and 
provided for meals for after-school programs.

#2896 International Federation of University Women 
(IFUW), SWITZERLAND
At the 29th Triennial Conference in Manchester, U.K., 
IFUW successfully conducted pre-conference leadership 
and communications workshops for over 100 participants. 
The changing nature of leadership, and communication 
and advocacy skills that a leader needs to advance policies 
related to gender and education in the public arena were 
covered. Members of age 40 and under represented fifty 
percent of the participants.  VGIF awarded IFUW 15,000 
USD to subsidize the travel of a number of participants 
from low GNI (Gross National Income) countries that are 
developing democracies or emerging from conflict.

#2909 Yunnan Institute of Development (YID), CHINA
With VGIF funds, YID is conducting a comprehensive 
training program in women’s health with male and female 
community leaders from 12 villages in Eshan County of 
Yunnan Province. Participants attended seminars in STDs 
and HIV/AIDS, pediatric diseases, and nutrition. Seminars 
will be conducted in maternal/reproductive health and basic 
gynecological matters.  The community leaders are ex-
pected to extend their health knowledge to other members 
of their communities under YID supervision.  

#2922 Life for Relief and Development Orphanage 
(LRDO), SIERRA LEONE
LRDO provides for the education and welfare of 100 disad-
vantaged orphans resulting from the civil war in Sierra  
Leone.  VGIF funds provided school uniforms, shoes, 
school materials, and essential food and medicines.  

#2932 Rural Development Women Welfare Society  
(RDWWS), INDIA
After funding a successful candle making business initia-
tive last year, VGIF approved funding to RDWWS for a 
soft toy production and adult literacy project in Yeraguntla, 
Andhra Pradesh.  Twenty-five women and adolescent girls 
will learn how to make soft toys and attend literacy classes. 

#2944 Asociacion Tejedoras Unidas (ATU), GUATEMALA
The Oxlajuj B’atz educational project for Mayan women 
weavers and artisans delivered 180 eco-water filters to 12 
participating groups representing 900 family members.

VGIF had a very successful year. Members generously 
donated 149,655 USD to date for grants in 2008. VGIF  
disbursed 109,301 USD to 22 grant recipients in 20 coun-
tries and the International Federation of University Women  
triennial meeting in 2007.  Projects in Croatia, Ghana, and 
Sierra Leone received funds from special solicitations.  

Participants now have access to clean household water and 
are safer from water bacteria-related illnesses and deaths. 
Provision of the filters was accompanied by workshops 
conducted by the Family Association of the Americas on 
reproductive health, medicinal plants, and nutrition . 

#2948 Bharathi Educational Society (BEI), INDIA
The Bharathi Educational Society successfully trained 250 
women from the Kavali, Nellore district of Andhra Pradesh 
in fish pickling with VGIF funds.  Ten female leaders from 
the community were elected to educate their peers in fish 
identification, pickling, branding, and packaging.  Partici-
pants will be organized into marketing cooperatives for 
pickled-fish micro-enterprises.

#2949 Association for the Promotion of Well-Being, BURUNDI
The “Recovery of Wounded Memories” project opened 
a counseling center in the Itaba Commune of the Gitega 
Province addressing psychological trauma caused by ten 
years of regional armed conflict. 30 ex-combatant boys and 
20 raped girls who participated in a three-day workshop 
continue to receive educational and emotional support. 
VGIF funded scholastic materials, workshop lodging and 
meal fees, and three national radio broadcasts advertising 
the program, raising awareness of post-traumatic stress 
symptoms and care.

#3083 Sheki Branch Development of Women Center, 
AZERBAIJAN
The VGIF project “Combat Against Violence Towards 
Women” at the Sheki Civil Society Center initiated an ex-
tensive effort to fight violence against women. A phone line 
called “The Hope Line” was created to provide psychologi-
cal support to victims of domestic abuse and connect them 
to appropriate support services.  The Sheki Center estab-
lished a psychological support group for 12 female victims 
of abuse and a referral system between three resource 
centers and women’s organizations to provide clients with 
more comprehensive care.
